Response pads (a.k.a. clickers, remotes, etc.). We will continue to experiment with this new technology. The remotes provide a way for all students to participate and provide immediate feedback on your understanding of the material. We will use these to take quizzes, stimulate discussion, and conduct review sessions. It is the students’ responsibility to: purchase the clicker with their book at the bookstore. If your clicker fails please see me and I will try to remedy it. However, you will be responsible for missed work due to equipment failure (see below). WARNING: Purchase a used clicker at your own risk.
Follow the instructions for the Turning Point student response. You must bring the clicker to class everyday. Beginning Monday Aug 28 use of the remotes will formally begin and quizzes, etc will be recorded. If you do not have a clicker or it is not properly registered your work will receive a zero. I may modify the use of the system during the course of the semester and will be seeking your feedback on the system.
Purpose of class: The class will give students the opportunity to receive an overview of the science of archaeology. You will be exposed to the basic approaches of archaeology and sample the knowledge that has accrued about the 7 million or more years of humankind=s ancient past. The course will emphasize the problem solving approaches used in modern anthropological archaeology. The course has two principle learning objectives: 1) Gaining factual knowledge related to the terminology and methods of archaeology and 2)Learning fundamental principles, generalizations, or theories used in this discipline. This course fulfills three hours of university credit and can count toward fulfilling requirements of Domain I of Science, Level One of the Core Curriculum. Consult the university catalog for specifics.

The course also provides opportunities to enhance your academic skills with respect to note taking, reading for content, research skills, and working as a group.


You are expected to take responsibility for your learning in this class by: coming to class, bringing your clicker, taking class notes, studying the textbook, using the textbook’s companion website, using Web CT and participating in class activities and assignments.
Class attendance and punctuality. Students are required to attend class. Quizzes and other responses using the remotes are the manner in which your attendance is documented. If you do not come to class, are late, forget your remote, or don’t respond you will be counted as absent. However, a number of quizzes will be dropped (see below). No work can be made up. There are two exceptions to this policy: Participation in official university activity and celebration of a religious holiday are considered excused absences and you can make up any and all work missed for those days. Please notify me in advance of these situations so arrangements can be made to make up work. If you know you must leave class early please let me know at the beginning of class. Some days only attendance may be taken using the remotes. If you’re absent it will count as the equivalent of a 0 on a quiz, present will be equivalent of a 100 on a quiz.
Quizzes: Short quizzes will be given virtually every day covering the readings, lectures, and videos. These will be administered using the Turning Point clicker. These may be taken individually and/or in groups. Quizzes will count for 45% of the grade. The lowest five quiz grades will be dropped. If you are absent, do not bring your clicker, if you’ve failed to properly register your clicker, or if it fails to work you will receive a zero on the activity. A tentative quiz schedule is below. Some quizzes may be given via Web CT as well. Expect a quiz every day other than exam days. Quizzes may be given at anytime during class, so do not leave early!
Short assignments: You will be asked to contribute to class goals by conducting brief outside research projects using the internet and other library sources, working on discussion questions, video guides, and group work. Some of these activities may be recorded or evaluated using the clicker system or by turning in assignments. Short assignments will be graded as quizzes.
We will visit the Center for Archaeological Research on the west side of this campus on Oct 30 and Nov 1 with half of the class going each day.

Exams: Four exams will be given. The last exam will be given on November 27. There will be no final exam. Each covers approximately one-fourth of the course and they are not cumulative. Each exam has a maximum score of 100. Exams will be of the objective multiple-choice, true-false variety and perhaps some short answers. The exams will cover all course materials including book, lectures, videos, etc. The lowest of the four exam grades will be dropped therefore you have the option of not taking the last exam if you’re satisfied with your first three exam scores. You must bring ParSCORE test Form No. X-101864 to all exams. The average of the three best test scores will count 55% of your grade.

Videos. The class will employ a number of videos to illustrate key concepts of the class. Some of these may employ questions for discussion and short assignments.

There are no make-up exams, short assignments or quizzes. Written assignments are not accepted late. If you miss an exam or quiz due to illness, emergency or any other reason you will receive a 0 but this will count as one of the scores that is dropped. See me in cases of chronic illness or other unusual situations and I will respond to those on a case by case basis. The exception is work missed for religious holidays and official university activities. Any consideration other than the “no make up” policy is at my discretion.
Grades:  are based upon a standard 10 point scale based on the average of all work. 100-90=A, 89-80=B, etc. and 59 and below =F. When a student’s average is borderline I will subjectively evaluate whether to round the grade upward or not. This evaluation will be based on the following evidence: the existence of a few low scores unduly reducing the average, score median and mode, evidence of class effort such as attendance, quiz, exam, class and extra credit participation.

EXTRA CREDIT: You may earn a maximum of 150 points extra credit that will be summed with the total of all of your quiz grades, before the quiz average is calculated. You may write brief research papers on topics related to the class or participate in two programs offered by the Tomás Rivera Center to enhance your general academic skills.


The Tomás Rivera Center (TRC,  http://www.utsa.edu/trcss/index.cfm University Center 1.01.02; 458-4694) offers two types of academic skill programs for which you can earn extra credit. They are: 1) on line student skill modules (LASSI) and 2) Student Success Workshops, both offer ways to improve your success in college.

The first is an online tutorial known as LASSI: (Learning and Study Strategies Inventory). This is a system designed to enhance your abilities to succeed in college. Staff  at the Tomas Rivera center will get you started using the system. Ask for Stella Abubara if the person at the reception desk is not familiar with LASSI. LASSI consists of a preliminary evaluation inventory plus 10 modules dealing with such issues as Stress, Selecting Main Ideas, Time Management, etc. Each module has a series of about 10-25 written exercises that can be completed with most computers with an internet connection. To earn extra credit you must turn in all written exercises for a module. You may select whichever modules you prefer. Each module, as well as the preliminary inventory (turn-in a copy of the results), earns 25 points added to your quiz grades. All questions regarding LASSI should be directed to TRC staff.


The second TRC program is the Student Success Workshops. Attendance at each workshop will earn 25 points that is summed with your quiz grades. To earn credit you must turn in a summary of the major points covered in the workshop. These are due on the Friday following the workshop. The schedule is below, no sign-up is necessary, just walk-in.

Extra Credit Research papers. Brief research papers are another option to earn extra credit. They are expected to be 3-5 pps, typed, double-spaced with a bibliography. You must use a minimum of three sources and at least one must be from professional literature. This includes print type sources written for professional archaeologists, including online journals. Topics are limited to academic topics related to the class content. You would be wise to seek approval of the topic in advance. Each research paper earns a maximum of 75 points. The papers will be graded for their quality considering the research, organization, clarity, mechanics and originality of content. Be aware of academic rules regarding plagiarism (see below). For this assignment no quotes are allowed, thus all text must be in your own words. A research paper may be combined with student skill extra credit options.

You may earn a maximum of 150 points for any combination of LASSI tutorials, workshops and research papers. You may only turn in one extra credit assignment per week. All extra credit work will be accepted in class on Fridays only. All extra credit work must be completed no later than Friday, Nov 17. No extra credit work will be accepted after that. Extra credit work will not be returned to the student but will be marked and recorded on Web CT. It will be discarded at the end of the semester unless you come to my office at that time and claim it.
