Purpose of class: The class will give students the opportunity to examine the diversity of ancient Texas cultures prior to European contact. Texas archaeology is fascinating for many reasons including the diversity of cultures, the long record of hunter-gatherer adaptations, and the knowledge it yields about the state’s Indigenous people. We will draw attention to the status and treatment of the archaeological record and current trends in archaeological research. A major goal of the class is to introduce students to the rich community of archaeologists and diversity of archaeological research being conducted and therefore I have invited a number of my colleagues to come to class and discuss their current interests and research. Students should come away from the class with an appreciation of the diversity of the archaeology of the state, an ability to comprehend the professional archaeological literature, and an appreciation of the process of archaeological research. The format is one of lectures and class participation.
The course has three learning objectives: a) gaining factual knowledge related to the terminology and methods of archaeology of Texas; b) learning fundamental principles, generalizations, and theories c) Developing skills in expressing oneself in writing.
This course fulfills three hours of university credit and can count toward fulfilling the upper division archaeology or upper division elective requirements for a major or minor in anthropology or as a general university elective. Consult the university catalog for specifics.

Recommended prerequisite: Ant 1013, 2043, or 3263 recommended. If you have not had any of these classes please seek out background readings, see me, and ask about items you are unclear on. The class assumes some basic knowledge of archaeological goals and methods.

Two midterm exams and a final exam will be given consisting of definitions and discussion questions.
Quizzes & homework assignments  20%

Quizzes will be given frequently that that will cover current readings and lectures and will usually be multiple choice, although short essays may be occasionally used. These will typically be given using scantrons. Some of these may be conducted in a group format. Homework assignments may also be graded as quizzes. Attendance will be taken with these at times and attendance alone may count as a quiz grade. No makeup quizzes or work completed in class will be allowed, even in cases of illness or emergency, but at least two quiz grades will be dropped.
Brief papers

There will be four brief papers for which you will be asked to analyze archaeological site reports, articles, and/or exhibits.
Missed Exams: If an exam is missed due to religious holiday, participation in official University business you may take a make-up exam, please see me if you anticipate this situation. Otherwise there are no make up exams. Exceptions to this policy are solely at my discretion.

Grades: No grade of Incomplete will be given except under unusual, documented circumstances. A standard 10 point grading scale is used, 90 -100 = A, 80 - 89 = B, .etc. and 59 and below = F.  (on written work I normally use "+"s and "-"s; for example, B+=88, B=85, B-=82).

Late Assignments:The following will be used to calculate penalties on late assignments, however "better late than never" does apply! Maximum penalty 30 points. No assignments will be accepted after the last day of class.
Day 1: 5 point penalty; Day 2-7:  2  points per calendar day; Day 8 and more:  1 point per calendar day
